
Essential Information about ALLIGATOR ROCK
 -  What makes this beach house so special:  A Summary for the Uninitiated

Oahuõs Three North Shores
Many buyers donõt know that Oahu has three distinctly different areas that are commonly referred to as the North 
Shore.
 1. THE North Shore, from Haleiwa town to the Turtle Bay Hilton.  This is the most desired area of the North 
Shore, by far.  Prices reÿect that.  Itõs one reason why much of it carries the nickname, òthe 7-Mile Miracle.ó
 2. Waialua/Mokuleia.  This lower rent area west of Haleiwa town faces north and often receives ON shore 
tradewinds and often has water quality issues.  After rains, the water is often brown.  Also, the waves break far out 
and the water between the beach and the reef is usually lifeless with little sea life and limited snorkeling.  The sun 
sets only a few months of the year into the ocean, depending on how close the property is to Kaena Point.
There is one very nice ôhigh rentõ district of Waialua on a strip called Crosier Dr.  It still has its onshore issues and 
fewer days of sunsets, but the beach houses are very nice.  For the most part, they sell for over $3 million.
 3. Turtle Bay/Kahuku/Laie/Kualoa northeast shore.  This lower priced area begins just on the other side of the 
Turtle Bay Hilton and continues around and down the northeast coast.  Most of it faces east so, No sunsets into the 
ocean! That area receives direct onshore tradewinds and homes suffer because of it. The area is remote and hard 
to access. Some people like that about it.   The waves break far out too.  Currents are strong and there is limited 
snorkeling  and not much underwater wildlife near the shore.    This area gets MUCH more rain and onshore 
weather and damaging salt winds too.

Weather and Wind
THE North Shore is deþned by amazing weather, with offshore trades, and less rainfall.
The other north shores receive the strong winds of the east onshore.
THE North Shore is protected from those winds due to its geographical position.  Most of this unique coastline is 
shielded by mountains.  Those winds hit the eastern areas of the North Shore at Velzyland and Sunset Point much 
stronger than they do the magical area between Sunset Beach and Haleiwa town, due to the mountains between 
Pupukea & Sunset Point.  In fact, some people draw the magical line of the the 7-mile miracle as ending between 
Sunset Beach and Sunset Point because of those winds.  Those winds make Sunset Point one of Oahuõs premier 
spots for kite surþng and wind surþng.  But itõs not as pleasant to be on a beach with strong winds!
The winds from the northeast hit the ôotherõ north shores ONshore, but due to the special northwest angle THE 
North Shore faces, most days, the winds are OFFshore.  This creates not only perfect surþng conditions in winter, 
but also, gives owners of the west facing properties many more days a year of enjoyment on the lanai.
Even on the very rare rainy days, the winds donõt blow the rain towards the house, but away from it, making 
outdoor lanais and balconies usable almost every day of the year.
In addition, the houses suffer much, much less saltwater damage and maintenance problems that onshore salt air 
can cause to homes on the other shores.

Surf
All of the most famous surf spots on the North Shore are located between Velzyland and Haleiwa, on THE North 
Shore.  The very best breaks are located within the 7-mile Miracle.  These are also regarded by many as the 
greatest surf spots on the entire planet.  Alligator Rock is located in a fantastic zone with no fewer than 4 surf 
breaks, but since there is no public parking in the area, it means that the breaks are sometimes empty and always 
less crowded.

Sunsets
Most people who donõt know the North Shore, think that by deþnition, it must face 
north.
But, THE North Shore faces northWEST towards beautiful sunsets into the ocean.
